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Introduction
What is the Data Warehouse?

The Data Warehouse is a collection of Judicial Information System (JIS) data located on a central computer at the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC).  The JCS data warehouse contains juvenile court information.  

The Data Warehouse software (Hyperion--formerly known as Brio) is a Web-based software application that can be used to ask individual questions (queries) about a large amount of data, extract information from the data, and format that information into reports.  

What are JCS Data Warehouse Standard Queries?

AOC and court staff used Hyperion/Brio to answer common questions that juvenile courts have about their data.  These questions and their results are stored in the data warehouse as standard queries.  
Examples:

· What referrals in my court are currently in diversion?
· I need a list of juveniles by school districts.

Data Warehouse users from any juvenile court can customize these standard queries to provide answers about their court.

Processing Standard Queries and Using the Results
Standard Data Warehouse vs Reports-Only Data Warehouse

There are two formats for the Data Warehouse:

· The Standard Data Warehouse allows the user to build queries and reports as well as process, view, and print them.  

· The Reports-Only Data Warehouse allows the user to process, view, and print reports but not to build them.

Processing Standard Queries
Open the Data Warehouse and Find the Query You Want to Process
	1.
	Double click the Data Warehouse icon on your PC desktop.  


Result:
A login window displays.
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	2.
	Fill out the Login window. 


	· 
	At User ID, type the ID you use on the AOC screen or opening screen for ACORDS (also called RACF ID).


	
	Example: J02ACXN

	· 
	At Password, type your AOC screen or application password (also called RACF password).

	
	Password Note:
Until further notice, use the password assigned by Customer Services when the Data Warehouse software was installed.  When full Data Warehouse security is implemented, the RACF password will be required.

	Choose Login.

	Click:

· Referral Statewide for Referral queries

· Detention Statewide for Detention queries

· Court Queries for a list of folders that contain queries for specific courts.

A list of queries displays.
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Note:
You can use queries that “belong” to other courts.  They are a valuable resource.  Some court queries are included in this document’s List of Queries.  Be sure to change the court code to your court’s ID (see below under Process the Selected Query).

	Next to the desired query, click bqy. 



Important:
For the best view, click bqy instead of clicking the name of the query.
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If bqy displays twice, choose the bqy for the standard Data Warehouse unless you use the Reports-Only Data Warehouse. 
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	5.
	A Data Warehouse query screen displays.




Process the Selected Query

	1.
	Make sure the toolbar displays.  If it does not display, choose View from the menu, and then choose Toolbars/Standard.



	2.
	On the toolbar choose the Process button to process the query.



	3.
	Log on if prompted (see above, step 2).



	4.
	If prompted, set a court code limit in the Limit Dialog box.

· Highlight your court’s court code.

·  Choose OK.  
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Notes:
· If a list of court codes does not display, type the appropriate value and choose OK (Example: J08).

· If this is a Detention query, you may be prompted for a detention facility instead of a court code.  Highlight the correct facility and choose OK.  



	5.
	If prompted for a date range, enter the date range as follows:
· Make sure the Between operator displays (see illustration below).

· Type the first date and the last date of the desired date range, separated by a comma.

· Click the green check mark (see illustration).
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· Make sure the two dates you typed are highlighted.

· Choose OK.
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	6.
	If prompted for other limits, respond as appropriate.  There may be directions inside the Limit dialog box.

Adjusting Column Size
	1.
	Click to highlight a column.


	2.
	Use the mouse to drag the border and make the column narrower or wider.
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	Result:
The column width is adjusted and the column heading text wraps to fit.
Note:
If a column is too narrow, numbers and dates display as ######.


Changing Column Order
Click the gray column header bar above the column title and drag it to the desired position.  The entire column moves to the new position.
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Example:
To move Case Date Filed after Case Type.

· Click the gray column header bar above Case Date Filed.

· With the left mouse button depressed drag the Case Date Filed column to the right until it is positioned after the Case Type Code column.

· Release the mouse button.
Result:

· The Case Date Filed column is “dropped” into place after Case Type Code.
Hiding a Column
· Highlight the desired column.

· Right click the mouse to display a speed menu.

· Choose Hide Column.
Unhiding a Column
· On the Results screen, right click the mouse to display a speed menu.

· Choose Unhide Column.

· In the Unhide Column window that displays, highlight the name of the desired column.

· Choose OK to close the Unhide column window and restore the column.
Sorting Results
The rows in the Results section can be sorted by one or more columns.  A single column sort is called a simple sort.  A multiple column sort is called a complex sort. 
Getting Ready:

· Make sure the Sort Line displays on the Results screen.
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· If the Sort Line does not display, Click Sort(0) on the Results Bar.
Simple Sorting

	1.
	Click the desired column to highlight that column.
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2.
	On the toolbar click  [image: image15.bmp] for ascending sort or  [image: image16.bmp] for descending sort.


	
	Result:
The selected item is placed on the Sort Line.
The rows are sorted in either ascending or descending order as specified.


	3.
	To remove a sort, highlight the item in the Sort Line. Then right click the mouse and choose Remove from the speed menu that displays.


Complex Sorting

	1.
	Make sure the Sort Line displays (see above).


	2.
	For each item to be sorted, drag the gray column header bar from the top of the column to the Sort Line.
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	Note:
The order of items on the Sort Line determines the sort order.



	3.
	Click Sort Now on the Sort Line (if present).

	
	Important:
Because of system defaults, the Data Warehouse software often sorts the data into requested order automatically.  On these occasions, Sort Now does not display and Step 3 can be skipped.




	
	Result:
The complete results are sorted based on the columns selected.  In the illustration on the previous page, the rows sort by filing date and then by case type.


	4.
	To remove a sort, highlight the item in the Sort Line, right click the mouse and choose Remove from the speed menu that displays.


Pivot Reports and Other Reports

Sometimes the standard query results display in an alternate report format that presents the data more clearly.  The available formats are Report and Pivot.  To display a report, click the item in the dark grey Sections frame on the left side of the screen.

It is recommended that once you have finalized a query that you plan to reuse, you should request that it be published under Court Queries, so that it will be updated when the data models are updated. 

Closing the Query and the Data Warehouse

· To process another standard query, click [image: image19.bmp] in the upper right corner to close the query window.  
· When prompted to save the query, choose No.

· Return to the section on Opening the Data Warehouse and start with step 3.
· To close the Data Warehouse, click [image: image20.bmp] in the upper right corner of the Washington Courts Data Warehouse (home) page window to close it.

	Lists and counts juveniles and referrals for selected reasons. Lists and counts by School and Zip Code. Third query lists and counts by offense. Can be used in place of JVR014.

	List juveniles and legal case numbers for specified law numbers in the local superior court.

	05-*SW-R-09 Adjudicated Legal Cases (JVR7067)
	List of juveniles with juvenile offender cases that have a charge result of guilty. Includes referral numbers, case numbers, charges. Query 2 counts referrals, juveniles.  Use for JVR 7067. 

	05-*SW-R-10 ARY Petitions Denied_Dismissed
	List and count ARY petitions denied or dismissed.

	05-*SW-R-11 CHINS Petitions Denied_Dismissed
	List and count of denied or dismissed CHINS petitions.

	05-*SW-R-12 Petitions Filed
	List and count of active referrals with petitions filed. Choose from Dependency, Truancy, ARY, CHINS, and other non-offender referral types. Shows current status of referral.

	05-*SW-R-13 Truancy Orders
	List Truancy Orders

	05-*SW-R-14 “Becca” Type Referrals with Legal Cases Filed
	For CHINS, ARY, and Truancy referral types, lists and counts referrals that had a legal case filed over a selected time period. Includes Legal Case numbers and referral case numbers.

	05-*SW-R-15 Becca Petitions Approved
	List and count approved Becca petitions.

	05-*SW-R-16 Diversions
	Lists referrals and juveniles currently in diversion status. The second query lists pending diversions. See also Query 45.

	05-*SW-R-17 Diversion Agreements
	Lists referrals with newly signed diversion agreements. Includes conditions.  Second query lists youth under 12 with diversion agreements signed.

	05-*SW-R-18 Deferred Dispositions
	Lists referrals with deferred dispositions. The first query lists all deferred dispositions. The second query lists only deferred felonies.

	05-*SW-R-19 Referral Transfers
	List of referrals transferred to and from a court. Includes name of the other court.

	05-*SW-R-20 Referrals by Current Status
	List of referrals in a court and their current referral status. Also includes a count of referrals by status and whether the referrals are open or closed.

	05-*SW-R-21 Dismissed Cases
	Referrals that were dismissed. Includes types of dismissal statuses.

	05-*SW-R-22 Dispositions by Type
	List and count of dispositions. First query is all dispositions. Second query separates dispositions by residence county.

	05-*SW-R-23 Referral Reasons by Status
	List and count of referral reasons by reason status.

	05-*SW-R-24 Juveniles by Residence County
	List and count of referrals for juveniles. List is by the juvenile's residence county. Second query counts juveniles instead of referrals.

	05-*SW-R-25 Referrals by Type
	Referrals by Casetype. Second query lists and counts open referrals by residence county and casetype.

	05-*SW-R-26 Dismissed Charges
	List of legal cases with dismissed charges for selected superior court and date. Includes referral case numbers.

	List and count of referrals by referring organization. Second query lists and counts juvenile offender referrals by all referring organizations except DSHS and JRA.

	05-*SW-R-28 Conditions Past Due
	List of referrals with conditions past their due date. Also includes a list of all open referrals with conditions and due dates.

	05-*SW-R-29 Refused or Rejected Diversions
	List and count of refused diversions by reason. Query 2 lists and counts rejected diversions by reason. A 3rd and 4th query list refusals and rejections by referral.

	List of juvenile offender referrals with legal cases filed. Only unsealed referrals listed.  Query 2 lists and counts juveniles only.  Query 3 lists referrals with violent offenses. 

	05-*SW-R-31 Sealed Cases
	List sealed referrals.

	05-*SW-R-32 New Referrals
	New Referrals. Includes pivot reports by race, gender, zip, school, referring organization, referral reason.

	05-*SW-R-33 Extended Jurisdictions
	Lists and counts referrals with extended jurisdiction.

	05-*SW-R-34 Offender List with all Offenses
	List (by race) of all offenders for specified year(s). Includes all their referral reasons. Includes a Pivot of Juveniles by race and age. For summary statistics see Query 41.

	05-*SW-R-35 Offender Legal Cases with all Reasons
	List of Offender cases filed. Includes all offenses for case and whether felony, misdemeanor, etc. Query 2 counts cases and juveniles.

	List and count of referrals with a disposition condition of Chemical Dependency Alternative or Sexual Offender Disposition Alternative

	05-*SW-R-37 Reasons by Outcome
	Query 1 lists and counts referral reasons by their current status. Query 2 lists and counts charges by their dispositions. Both queries include both referral and legal case numbers.

	05-*SW-R-38 Reasons by School
	Lists and counts referral reasons by school district and school.

	05-*SW-R-39 NonOffender Referrals
	Lists and counts nonoffender referrals by case type.

	05-*SW-R-40 Primary Reason by Sex, Age (JVR 3010, 3011)
	List and count of referrals with their primary offenses. Query 1 is by sex. Query 2 is by age.

	05-*SW-R-41 All Offenses JVR 3000-3001
	A list of ALL offenses for referrals and juveniles for a specified date range. Query 2 counts juveniles and referrals. Query 3 lists referrals and juveniles by age.

	05-*SW-R-42 ARY, CHINS, Dep Cases JVR 015
	List and count of ARY, CHINS, Dependency, DD, Termination referrals that have had legal cases filed. Includes legal case numbers.

	05-*SW-R-43 JVR7040 Management Summary Part 1
	Count of referrals by case type; count of juveniles by case type; count of referral statuses by case type. All counts compare current (or report) year with specified baseline year.  See queries 52, 53.

	05-*SW-R-44 Drug Referrals
	List and count of drug related referrals.

	05-*SW-R-45 Diversion Referrals
	List of diversion referrals even if referral is not currently in diversion status. Query 2 shows all pending and caseload active diversion statuses for referrals. See also Query 16 for referrals currently in diversion status.

	05-*SW-R-46 Appointments
	For specified date range, list of appointments entered in Tracking. Pivot Reports include appointment count and appointment calendars sorted various ways.

	05-*SW-R-47 Referral Cases and Legal Cases
	This query lists, by reason, open referral cases and their associated legal case numbers.

	05-*SW-R-48 Adjudicated Primary Offense by Sex (JVR005)
	Adjudicated primary offense activity by sex. Can be used for Part 1 of JVR00

	05-*SW-R-49 Adjudicated JRA Commitments (JVR005)
	Lists and counts adjudicated primary offense activity by sex for JRA commitments. Query 2 counts juveniles. Can be used for Part 2 of JVR005.

	05-*SW-R-50 Diverted Primary Offense by Sex (JVR005)
	Lists juveniles and their primary offenses by sex if the case entered diversion during a specified time period. Query 2 counts the juveniles. Can be used for Part 3 of JVR005.

	List and count of probation violations. Second query counts juveniles. Use for JVR016.

	05-*SW-R-52 JVR7040 Mgmnt Summary Part 2
	Count of offenses. Query 2 counts referrals by offense. Compares current (or report) year with specified baseline year. See also Queries 43, 53.

	Compares outcomes for current (or report) year with specified baseline year. Query 1 counts conditions. Query 2 counts dispositions. See Queries 43, 52.

	List and count of juveniles in a specified probation unit. Must have currently active referrals. Referrals are also counted.

	05-J31-R-02 Active Over 18 w Probation Unit
	1st query lists active referrals with juveniles over 18. 2nd query lists all active referrals, showing uveniles & ages. 3rd query prompts for birthdate; then shows active referrals for juvs born before that date.

	05-J32-01 Youth Dismissed Charges
	Lists by race juveniles with dismissed charges.

	05-J32-02 Diversion Days Elapsed
	Lists referrals currently in diversion and number of days since they began diversion. WARNING: Will skip diversions that were never in Diversion Pending status. See second query for all diversion statuses.

	05-J32-03 Unique Youth by Race_Sex
	List of Juvenile Offenders for specified referral year. Query 1 lists by race; query 2 lists by sex.

	05-J32-04 Relinquishment Petitions
	List of youth and referrals with relinquishment petitions filed.

	05-J32-05 Manifest Injustice
	List of youth with Manifest Injustice conditions. The first query is Manifest Injustice Down. The second query is Manifest Injustice Up.

	05-J32-06 Decline of Jurisdiction
	List of youth with Decline of Jurisdiction for specified date range.

	List of juveniles with a disposition of Suspended Disposition Alternative – Option B.

	List by school district and school of juveniles currently in diversion status. Includes all reasons for each juvenile.

	05-*SW-D-03 Misdemeanants in Detention
	Query not ready yet

	05-*SW-D-04 Detention by Referring Organization
	List of detainees by referring organization. Query 2 counts detainees by referring organization.

	List of juveniles held in a detention facility more than 30 days. Includes total count of juveniles held over 30 days.
