Episode Screen Changes

The old Detention Reason section displayed on the episode screen.
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The new update to JCS allows detention staff to add a specific superior court case charge or a specific referral reason.
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· Notice the Create New Referral and Use Existing Referral/Case/Reason/Charge sections have been swapped from their previous positions.  

· Cases and Referrals are no longer delivered from the same zoom; they have been separated into their own zooms.  Only the case or the referral can be selected, not both.
· Once a Case or Referral is selected, a specific charge or referral reason can be selected by the zoom.
· Hold For, Admission Reason, and Legal Status functionality has not changed. 
· The Create New Referral section has not changed.
Detention Reason Screen Changes

The Detention Reasons screen has been changed to select the case, referral, case charge and referral reason exactly like the episode screen.
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· Hold For, Admission Reason, Time Served, Legal Status and End Status functionality has not changed.

Detention Reason List Screen Changes

The Detention Reasons List screen has been changed to display the specific charge or referral reason that has been added as a detention reason.  
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1. The first detention reason was added as a superior court case.  Notice the THEFT-3 is in black plain text.  This displays the primary charge for the superior court case selected.

2. The second detention reason was added as a specific superior court case charge.  Notice the superior court case charge displays as a hyperlink (TAKE VEHICLE W/O PERMISSION 2).
3. The third detention reason was added as a referral.  Note the Possession Stolen Property 1 is in black plain text.  This displays the primary referral reason for the referral selected.

4. The fourth detention reason was added as a specific referral reason.  Notice the referral reason displays as a hyperlink (Probation Violation).  

When would I add a superior court case charge as a detention reason?

Some superior court sentences are detailed where a judge will assign certain amount of detention days for each charge.

For example, if the judge gives ten days in detention for count one and five days for count two, JCS can now accommodate that situation.  Each count in that situation would have to be added as a separate detention reason.
When would I add a referral reason as a detention reason?

Prior to this update, detention staff would select a referral as a detention reason to document if the juvenile was being held on a probation violation or contempt.  If there were multiple probation violations or contempts, the detention staff would not be able to tell quickly which one the juvenile was being held on.  Further, the detention staff would not know if the juvenile was being held on the referral, the original referral reason(s), a probation violation or contempt.  
JCS now allows the ability to add separate probation violations or contempts as separate detention reasons, including ordered time for each.
