The members of the Executive Steering Committee for the Adult Static Risk Assessment (ASRA) Project, AOC staff and design team are pleased to notify the Superior Courts and Courts of Limited Jurisdiction that the Adult Static Risk Assessment tool is now available for use in your court.

The ASRA application was designed to adapt to each trial court level, and provide standard risk level information regardless of business processes or local resources.  

The ASRA is calculated using existing JIS data on criminal history, automatically evaluating severity codes to produce a predictive score on violence and risk to reoffend.  The ASRA is an exact duplicate of the static risk tool that was built and validated by the Washington State Institute for Public Policy. The application automates that calculation to minimize workload impacts for local court users.  

The ASRA tool is designed to be self-administered. To access the ASRA tool, each user needs JIS security permission, granted by the local JIS site coordinator.  Each court has a JIS site coordinator.  The site coordinator must grant permission in the JIS user profile for individuals to access and run the ASRA. 

The first step to using the ASRA is to thoroughly review the User Guide [log onto http://inside.courts.wa.gov/ JIS>Access JIS>Reference Materials>ASRA User Guide].
