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Quick Start Guide
Introduction
It is possible to use the Data Warehouse to build queries about JIS Calendaring (CAPS) data.  This document includes instructions for some sample queries courts ld.  The appendix includes details about the JIS Calendaring tables that are in the Data Warehouse.

This document assumes you have basic knowledge of Brio.  If you need more assistance, see the Brio.Insight Quick Start Guide and the Superior Court Brio Tutorial.

Getting Ready

In order to build JIS Calendaring (CAPS) queries, you must have security to access JIS Calendaring in Brio.  Contact Customer Services for assistance.  Make sure that you know what your Username and Password are for JIS Calendaring in Brio.
Finding JIS Calendaring Data in the Data Warehouse
Open Brio

Double click the Brio icon on your PC desktop.

If a Report Catalog window displays instead, contact Customer Services.  You may have access to SCOMIS Brio but not to the JIS Calendaring Brio tables and screens.

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Note the Limit Line.  When you open the Proceeding Session table, Brio creates an automatic limit for Case Table Name.  This limit speeds query processing.

After processing the query, first sort by Case File Year, Case Type Code, Serial Number and suppress duplicates (see the Brio.Insight Quick Start Guide ) to make sure there are no duplicates.  If there are duplicates, add Proceeding Session Date and Proceeding Session Schedule Begin Time to see if these “duplicates” are actually separate sessions.
Then sort by Proceeding Not Held Reason Code and Case Type.

Because the AOC uses these setting in all its Brio installations and data warehouse documentation, beginning data warehouse users may find that learning Brio is easier if they choose the settings indicated in these instructions.

Appendix 2 – Proceeding Status and Not Held Reason Codes

In the JIS Calendaring (CAPS) application the status of a proceeding is indicated by a combination of status and reason codes as described in the table below.  This status is used to filter out proceedings when calendars and reports are prepared using the JIS Calendaring Data Warehouse (Brio).  SCOMIS Proceeding continuance Docket Codes and Proceeding Stricken/Cancelled Docket Codes were translated into the new CAPS proceeding status and status reason codes.  The new CAPS codes are found in a Superfile table called PRCN (JIS Proceeding Not Held Codes).

This table includes information about proceedings and their outcomes.  For most queries, this table should be used instead of the Proceedings table, because the Proceedings table has duplicate information and can generate inaccurate counts.

	System use only.  This field is not used.  


	Proceeding Confirmation Person Token
	System use only.  Unique identifier for the person who made the confirmation 

	Proceeding Description
	Title for the proceeding type/subtype combination.  



	Proceeding Entered Date
	The date when the scheduled proceeding was added to the system or last rescheduled. 



	Proceeding Estimated Duration
	Estimated time in minutes for the total duration of a proceeding.  If the proceeding requires multiple sessions, this estimate includes the time from all sessions.  

	Proceeding Not Held Reason Code
	A code that identifies why the proceeding was not held. 

See appendix for a list of values.

	Proceeding Priority Number
	Value from 1 to 99 applied to proceedings in order to prioritize them.  




	Proceeding Session Begin Time
	Beginning time for a given session of a proceeding.  If the proceeding required multiple sessions, there will be multiple records for that proceeding, each with its own begin time.

	Proceeding Session Count
	The number of sessions that are scheduled for a proceeding that has been set. 

	Proceeding Session Date
	The session date for a proceeding.  If a proceeding is scheduled for multiple sessions, there will be multiple records for that proceeding, each with its own date. 

	Proceeding Session End Time
	Ending time for a given session of a proceeding.  If the proceeding required multiple sessions, there will be multiple records for that proceeding, each with its own ending time.

	Proceeding Session Estimated Duration
	The accuracy of the following definition has not been confirmed.

The estimated time (in minutes) needed for the full processing of a proceeding.  If it is estimated that the proceeding will require multiple sessions, this field contains the total estimated time for all sessions.


	Proceeding Session Schedule Duration Count
	The accuracy of the following definition has not been confirmed.

The estimated time to be used by a given session of a proceeding.  If the proceeding requires multiple sessions, there will be multiple records for that proceeding, each with its own duration.  


	Proceeding Session Scheduled Begin Time
	The scheduled beginning time for a given session of a proceeding. If a proceeding requires multiple sessions, there will be multiple records for that proceeding, each with its own Proceeding Session Scheduled Begin Time.



	Proceeding Session Sequence Number
	If a proceeding is scheduled for multiple sessions, this sequence number indicates if this is the 1st, 2nd, 3rd, or later session as needed.

	System use only.  Unique identifier that connects to the timeslot information for a scheduled proceeding.

Calendar Sessions

This table contains information about calendar/template and session definitions. The table combines two DB2 tables (CAL and SDF).  For additional information, refer to the CAL and SDF tables in the JIS Data Dictionary. 
Proceeding Class Type

The Proceeding Class Type table identifies which court levels can use a given statewide proceeding type.  At this time, this table has only limited use in the data warehouse.  For additional information, refer to the PRCD table in the Superfile Code (SFC) section of the JIS Data Dictionary.
Proceeding Type

The Proceeding Type table contains information about each Proceeding Type and subtype.  There is a record for each Proceeding Type/Subtype combination. For additional information, refer to the PTE table in the JIS Data Dictionary. 

Proceeding Type XREF

The Proceeding Type XREF table links proceeding types/subtype definitions to session definitions.  This cross reference table must be open when a query involves both the Calendar Sessions Table and the Proceeding Type Table.  For additional information, refer to the SPX table in the JIS Data Dictionary.
Proceedings

The Proceedings table c[ontains data about individual proceedings.  The table combines two DB2 tables (PRC and PSX).  For additional information, refer to the PRC and PSX tables in the JIS Data Dictionary.
When a proceeding requires multiple sessions, this table includes multiple records for that proceeding.  For multiple session proceedings, the values of some fields will be repeated in each record (e.g. Proceeding Status Code).  For the fields where the name begins with "Proceeding Session" (e.g. Proceeding Session Actual Begin Time), there will be different information in each record, depending on what happened (or what was planned) for that proceeding session.

Appendix 5 – Mapping SCOMIS Docket Codes to JIS Calendaring

About Proceeding Type and Subtype Codes

The statewide proceeding types used in the JIS Calendaring (CAPS) application were derived from SCOMIS Proceeding Docket Codes.  Each court will use the JIS Calendaring application to define subtypes for each statewide proceeding type.  The proceeding subtypes are then associated with calendar sessions to create a calendar structure that meets the court's business practices.

JIS Calendaring Proceeding Type Codes are counted in Caseload statistics in the same way as the SCOMIS Proceeding Docket Codes were counted (refer to the Superior Court Statistical Reporting Manual for detailed information).
